Shiraz Cabernet 2009, Hannans Cabernet were picked from one of our blocks which produces miniscule yields
2010 and Chaffers Shiraz 2010’ of about 400kg per acre. This is 1/10 of the average yield in Margaret

River. The grapes were left out 6 weeks later than the rest of our
crop, then placed in French oak barriques for 27 months. The result
is a wine that is soft and silky yet with all the trademark flavours of
ripe cassis and berry fruits with hints of dark chocolate. The 2008
vintage of the Bill Bailey scored 96 points and was rated as one

of the ‘Best Of The Best’ in James Halliday’s Australian Wine
Companion 2011. Although the 2009 release is yet to be rated, it
won’t disappoint!
